	Nelson Mandela International Day 

For 67 years Nelson Mandela devoted his life to the service of humanity — as a lawyer, a prisoner of conscience, an international peacemaker and the first democratically elected president of a free South Africa.  He was the country's first black head of state and the first elected in a fully representative democratic election. His government focused on dismantling the legacy of apartheid by tackling institutionalized racism and fostering racial reconciliation giving up path of violence in favour of peace and reconciliation. Every year on 18 July — the day Nelson Mandela was born — the UN asks individuals around the world to mark Nelson Mandela International Day (18 July) by making a difference in their communities. In November 2009, the UN General Assembly declared 18 July "Nelson Mandela International Day". In recognition of the former South African President’s contribution to the culture of peace and freedom U.N. recognizes Nelson Mandela’s values and his dedication to the service of humanity, in the fields of conflict resolution, race relations, reconciliation, gender equality and the rights of children and other vulnerable groups, as well as the fight against poverty and the promotion of social justice. It acknowledges his contribution to the struggle for democracy internationally and the promotion of a culture of peace throughout the world.
Mandela served 27 years in prison for his stand against ‘Apartheid’. Amid growing domestic and international pressure President of South Africa at the time F. W. de Klerk released him in 1990. Mandela and de Klerk negotiated an end to apartheid and organized the 1994 multiracial general election in which Mandela led his party (African National Congress) to victory and became President. Leading a broad coalition government which promulgated a new constitution, Mandela emphasized reconciliation between the country's racial groups.  He gained international acclaim for his activism. Widely regarded as an icon of democracy and social justice, he received more than 250 honours—including the Nobel Peace Prize—and became the subject of a cult of personality. He is held in deep respect within South Africa, where he is often referred to by his Xhosa clan name, Madiba, and described as the "Father of the Nation"
